Lesson plan on the topic “Music”

Grade: 10

Course book: Opportunities Upper Intermediate
Time: 90 min.

Lesson Outcome:

Ps will learn some new information about music from the Internet; will be able to speak about advantages and disadvantages of
free music and to express their own opinion towards this problem.

The teacher explains that there are
different ways of listening to music
(radio, CD, MP3 player and so on).
The teacher gives the list of them
and asks the pupils to walk around
the class and to ask everybody
about their three favorite ways of
listening to music and then to
summarize results and find three
best ways.

The teacher asks to discuss the
results and write the whole rating of
the class on the board.

The teacher suggests completing
the table with advantages and
disadvantages of different ways of
listening to music.

The teacher asks to discuss the
results.

The teacher offers the pupils
speaking about on-line music.

The teacher asks the pupils if they
think that it is right to download
music for free.

The pupils walk around the class and
ask their group mates about their
favorite ways of listening to music.
Then they summarize the
information.

The pupils discuss the results and
help the teacher to create the whole
rating.

The pupils find advantages and
disadvantages of different ways of
listening to music and complete the
table.

MySpace launches free music site

The online music wars are heating up. Social networking site MySpace has launched a new music service that allows users to
listen to millions of songs for free. The new site is called MySpaceMusic and aims to challenge Apple iTunes’ stranglehold
on the digital music market. The new product could also be the beginning of the end for illegally downloaded music.
MySpaceMusic is in partnership with four of music’s heavyweights, Sony, Universal, EMI and Warner. It will allow
MySpace users to search for songs and add them to an online playlist for free. The songs will have ads attached. The free
tracks cannot be downloaded onto any music players but they are linked to Amazon.com’s music store if users want to buy

them and keep them on their iPods.

The record industry sees the new service as an important strategy to reverse their loss of revenue from falling CD sales.
Warner Music Group CEO Edgar Bronfman Jnr said: "This venture may provide a defining blueprint for this next
important stage in the evolution of social media, benefiting consumers, artists and music companies alike." The record
companies will get money from MySpace from each song that is streamed by users. MySpace gets its revenue from ads placed
on the music pages. Music fans are very excited about the new service. Antonio Gomez from San Diego said: “That’s it. I’'m
going to abandon Facebook and join MySpace. There’s nothing better in life than being able to download music for free.
